As the mystic Meister Eckhart wrote,
“We are all meant to be mothers of God, for God is always needing
to be born.” Or as Paul reminded the church, “You are the body of
Christ.”

Today we gather for worship on Christmas Eve to remember
that “God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten son...”
We gather to remember with humble and thankful hearts that the
baby born in Bethlehem whose birth changed history, grew up to
be the Savior who gave his life as a ransom for sin. As we gather
for worship in this season of gifts, | am always reminded of the
final verse of the carol, “In the Bleak Midwinter”; “What can | give
him, poor as | am? If | were a shepherd, | would bring a lamb; if |
were a wise man, | would do my part; yet what can | give him:
give my heart.” To give Him my heart, maybe | first need to ask
Him to give me something. In the words of the Psalmist, “give me
an undivided heart, that | may revere your name.” We pray this
Christmas will bring peace, hope, joy, and love to each of you.
